Please describe
his/her special abilities as a journalist as well as unique personal qualities that make him/her an
outstanding individual.

You may pass your letter to the applicant to include in his/her application, or e-mail it directly to
applications@ajf.sg. In the “Subject” field of your e-mail, type “Recommendation Letter for (Full
name of the applicant)”.

Applications will be considered only if all materials, including recommendation letters, are
received by the end of Wednesday, 19 April 2023 (GMT+8).
